Chancellor of the Exchequer Charles Townshend:

- Designed duties that were external

- Townshend Duties


- imports paper, glass, paint, lead, tea etc… 

- Colonial Boycotts

- All were repealed except the Tea Act – upholding the Declaratory Act 
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Boston Massacre: 

- Crispus Attucks – 5 shot dead

- Captain Thomas Preston 

- John Adams 

- Argued principles of American Justice and injustice of quartering soldiers in populous towns 

James Otis: 

- Prosecutor for Vice Admiralty Court

- Writs of Assistance

- Coined phrase “Taxation without Representation is Tyranny”

Patrick Henry: 

- 1763 denounced the King as a Tyrant 

- Stamp Act Crisis – Resolutions 

- 1765 Argued for Virginia Militia to be armed 


- “Cesar has his Brutus, Charles I his Crowell, and George III may profit by their example!”  Treason

- 1775 drive to establish an army “Give me Liberty or Give me Death”.

Samuel Adams: 

- Sons of Liberty 

- Led the battle against Sugar Act, Stamp Act, and Townshend Duties 

- Wood cut prints of the Boston Massacre

- Link between wealthy opponents of British policy and lower class Sons of Liberty
