- State banks too many notes but not enough reserves of gold or silver – values fluctuated. 

- John C. Calhoun – introduced bill

- Preemption Act of 1830 – protected squatters by guaranteeing them the right to claim land before it was 

   surveyed and the right to buy up to 160 acres for the governments minimum price of $1.25 an acre.
