1. Take Richmond – Confederate Capital and major industrial complex 
2. Gain Control of the Mississippi and Ohio Rivers – splits the South in two – denies the east from western food stuffs.

3. Use Naval superiority to block aid the southern ports – deny the south from selling cotton for gold and guns.

Confederate Victory 

1861

- McDowell – Replaced by McClellan – who would reorganize and train the Army of the Potomac.  


- P.G.T. Beauregard – Replaced for failing to take D.C.  by Johnson 

- Thomas J. Jackson – Wins the Battle and earns nick name “Stonewall” Jackson 

- Lincoln Calls for the raising of 300 thousand troops and implements the Anaconda Plan 

- South courts support from:  France and England 


- France – French decide to conquer Mexico establishing Maximilian of Austria – clear violation of the

   


    Monroe Doctrine. 



- England – Needed the South to demonstrate they could win the war and troubled by the issue of 




      Slavery  by the free industrial labors.  


- Confederate agents Mason – Slidell were arrested off the British vessel the Trent by the USS San Jacinto –

                 Lincoln had to release them to avoid war with England. 

- Abraham Lincoln suspends the Writ of Habeas Corpus and arrest those suspected as a threat to the war effort. 
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3. Battle of Shiloh 







Confederate Victory 

1862

- Grant takes control of the Ohio with Victories at Fort Henry and Fort Donelson 


- Grant is caught off guard by surprise attack while in encampment. 


- Grant holds on because of Reinforcements in the night and the willingness to throw troops into the battle. 


- Grant is accused of being drunk at the battle

1862


- CSA General Braxton Brag attempts to recapture Eastern Tennessee  into Kentucky. 


- At Perryville, Kentucky Brag fought Union General Don Carlos Buell to a draw. 


- At Murfreesboro, Tennessee the two fought to a draw and settled down into winter quarters. 
4. Battle of New Orleans






Union Victory


1862 
 
- David G. Farragut takes New Orleans: 



- takes control of the mouth of the Mississippi – and the Southern financial district. 

5. Battle of Portsmouth Rhodes – War at Sea




TIE 



1862

- CSA Merrimack v. US Monitor – Battle of the Iron Clads – In Portsmouth Harbor

- CSA Florida and Alabama – captured and destroyed 250 merchant ships 

- Union used its superior naval forces to blockade Southern Ports 

6. The Peninsula Campaign 






TIE – Confederate Victory
1862

- Lincoln pushed McClellan to attack Richmond. 


- 100 thousand Union Soldiers landed on the peninsula below Richmond. 


- Lee dispatched half his army under General Stonewall Jackson to threaten the Union Capital DC  
  
- Jackson defeated 3 larger Union Armies and Lincoln was forced to recall 30 thousand of McClellan troops. 

- Campaign ends in a stalemate 
7. Second Manassas 







Confederate Victory

1862
 
- South defeated Union General Popes Army  - routed them right off the field.

8. Battle of Sharpsburg – Antietam – Northern Invasion



Tie 



1862

- Lee hoped to Bring Britain into the war with a victory in the North


- Lee’s plans wrapped around cigars fall into McClellan hands. 

- Lee split his army and sent half under Stonewall Jackson towards the arsenal at Harpers Ferry. 

- McClellan hit Lee at worst possible time – Sept 17, 1862 becomes the Bloodiest single day in U.S. History! 

- Jackson arrived at the last moment and saved Lee’s right flank – in the night Lee was able to slip away. 
9. Emancipation Proclamation 


- Lincoln accepted Frederick Douglas argument that the very stomach of this rebellion is the Negro in the form of 
                 a slave.  Arrest that hoe in the hands of the Negro, and you smite the rebellion in the very seat of its life.” 

- Emancipation Proclamation freed all slaves held in territory controlled by rebel forces.  Territories under Union

   
  control - slaves were not free. 


- Radical Republicans like Charles Sumner and Thaddeus Stevens put pressure for constitutional amendment

  outlawing slavery. 


- For allowing Lee to slip away and with an upcoming election Lincoln dismissed General McClellan again, and

   replaces him with General Ambrose E. Burnside. 

10. Battle of Fredericksburg







Southern Victory 
1862

- Burnside did not want the job – was more daring but less competent than General McClellan. 


- Tragic Union attack against an impregnable Confederate fortress entrenched on the high ground. 
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11. Battle of Chancellorsville 







Southern Victory 
1863
 
- General Hooker gave speeches stating that the country needed a dictator and high was critical of Burnside. 

- Burnside resigned and Lincoln appoint Hooker but reminded him that only victorious General could be dictator

- Lee with half the force easily defeated the bungling General Hooker. 

- Stonewall Jackson was killed by his own pickets after the battle. 
12. Battle of Vicksburg 








Union Victory 

1863

- City was commanded by a PA Quaker CSA General John C. Pemberton. 

- City sat on high cliff surrounded creeks, bayous, and rugged woodlands. 

- July 4, 1863 after six weeks of devastating besiege the starving city surrendered. 

- Anaconda Plan – Last Confederate City or fort controlling the Mississippi – South is divided. 
13. Battle of Gettysburg – Turning Point – High Water Point



Union Victory 

1863


- Lee thought if he could invade the North and threaten DC – Lincoln would be forced to call Grant East
                 and save Vicksburg

- Lee moved west through Maryland into Pennsylvania and caught the Army of the Potomac by surprise. 

- Lincoln replace Hooker with General George Gordon Meade 


- By Mistake forward units of Lee’s and Meads armies bumped into each other at Gettysburg 


- CSA on Seminary Ridge – Union on Cemetery Ridge 


- General Longstreet warns Lee to withdraw and take up the high ground. 


- Day 1 – Attack on Union Right – falls just short 



- Day 2 – Little Round Top – come within 100 yards when Chamberlain does his bayonet charge


- Day 3 – Pickett’s Charge – “High Water Point” – CSA General George E. Pickett set off with 15 

  thousand men to take the center of the Union line. 



- Within 30 min. 25 thousand men were wounded or dead. 



- Day 4 – July 4 (Fall of Vicksburg) Mead allows Lee to escape back into Virginia. 

14. Battle of Chickamauga Creek 






Southern Victory
1863

- US General Rosecrans attacks CSA General Bragg and pushes him out of Tennessee into Northern Georgia. 


- CSA Bragg attacked US Rosecrans at the important railroad center. 


- One of the very few battle where CSA outnumbered Union troops. 


- One of the Bloodiest battles of the war. 

- In November Grant arrived and CSA Bragg withdrew to Georgia to Missionary Ridge and Lookout Point. 
15. Presidential Election 1864

- Republicans change their names to National Unionist in hopes of attracting Democrats. 


- Lincoln chooses Democratic Senator Andrew Johnson of Tennessee to be his Vice President – running mate. 


- Democratic Convention – Platform call for a cessation of all hostilities a compromised peace. 


- CSA Vice President Alexander Stephens declared publicly that if Atlanta and Richmond hold out Lincoln will lose


- Peace Democrats run Union General George McClellan – are called copperheads. 

16. Grant’s Virginia Campaign 


A. Battle of the Wilderness – Spotsylvania  




Southern Victory 
1864

- May 5-7 Lee outmaneuvered Grant and attacked. 


- Grant suffered twice the casualties – Grant advanced and fresh reinforcements were rushed forward. 


- Lee couldn’t afford to replace those he lost.  War of Attrition – Total War Concept 

B. Spotsylvania Court House 






Southern Victory 
1864


- May 8-13 for five days speared headed by Black troops the Union attacked southern positions. 

- Again Grant lost twice what Lee did – Northern papers and congress called him a Butcher. 
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C. Battle of Cold Harbor 






Southern Victory 
1864

- June – Grant – front assault lost 7 thousand in an hour.  Grant withdrew to rethink strategy. 


- Grant took Lee from 60 thousand to 31 thousand troops in a month – Grant went from 100 thousand to 55


D. Battle of Petersburg







Stalemate - Union
1864


- Grant decide to move west and lay siege of the fortifications guarding Richmond.  


- Union reinforcements were slow to arrive the Confederates dug in and a stalemate began. 

17. Burning of the Shenandoah 







TIE


1864

- CSA General Jubal Early made a Calvary raid at DC with hopes of pulling Grant off.  Failed


- CSA Early took a PA City of Chambersburg hostage for ransom – wasn’t paid – burnt the town.


- To get revenge Lincoln Grant ordered US General Sheridan to burn and make waste of the Shenandoah Valley. 

 18. Battle of Atlanta and Sherman’s March to the Sea




Union Victory 

1864

- US General William Tecumseh Sherman – took on CSA Generals Johnson and Hood at Kennesaw Mountain. 

- Sherman laid siege to Atlanta and on September 2 it fell to Union troops. 


- Sherman stated “all that has gone before is a mere skirmish” – Atlanta was burn to the ground. 


- Sherman cut a swath 60 miles wide burning and destroying all materials houses, barns, fields, railroads,  


  (Sherman Boe Tie – raildroad rail tied around a tree), all war materials destroyed all the way from Atlanta to

  Savannah 300 miles long. 
19. Battle of Richmond – Fall of the Confederacy 




Union Victory
 
1864


- Petersburg falls to US Grant and Lee and the Confederate Capital was forced to evacuate. 

- Lee attempted to go west in hopes of eventually turning south and making it into the Carolinas where he could 


   link up with Johnson who had a large southern army. 

- Union Armies had Lee Surrounded as he moved west – Sherman from the South – Grant from the East – and 

   Sheridan from the North. 

- APPOTMATOX COURT HOUSE  - Lee Surrenders to Grant

20. Battle of Bentonville – North Carolina – Shortly after Lincoln’s Assassination 


- Last major battle of the Civil War.  Johnson is forced to surrender. 

- Abraham Lincoln – is assassinated by John Wilkes Booth – At Fords Theater – Yells “Sic Semper Tyrannis” – Death unto  

   Tyrants – the Virginia Motto. 
- Antoine Henri Jomini – Art of War – Text book of military tactics of the day. 
- Draft Laws: 


- If you owned 20 slaves in the South you were exempt


- In the North $300 and you could be exempt


- The war becomes a rich man’s war and a poor man’s fight.  

- Resentment of the Draft War 


- Desertion rate at 10 percent


- NY Draft Riots 

- US Sanitary Commission – formed to Combat Disease – fresh food and blankets 

- Dorothea Dix – Women Nursing 

- Clara Barton – U.S. Red Cross

- Legal Tender Act 1862 – Paper Money – “Greenbacks” 

- The Internal Revenue Act 1862 (IRS) – Collection of taxes 

- The Morrill Act – established Universities for agricultural and mechanical arts.  NC state
